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ABSTRACT
The present research seeks to measure the legal aspects of media literacy of

coaches, managers and athletes. In terms of the purpose of this research, it
was applied research and in terms of research strategy, it was a survey
research with a structural equation model approach that was implemented in
the field. The statistical population of this study included all coaches,
managers and athletes in Mashhad, which was calculated based on the
initial estimate of 700 people. In this research, proportional stratified
sampling method was used; Therefore, 70 people were considered for each
group of coaches, managers and athletes (N=210). A researcher-made
guestionnaire was designed to collect data using library studies and
interviews with experts. In the data analysis, descriptive statistics were used
to classify the data, and in testing the research questions, confirmatory and
exploratory factor analysis models were used in Lisrel and SPSS software.
In the descriptive analysis of the data, the results were presented in the form
of frequency tables and standard percentages, and all statistical activities
were performed using the inferential statistical methods of the Bartlett and
Keyser-Meier tests and structural equations. The findings of the research
showed that the legal aspects of media literacy of coaches, managers and
athletes include goal-based, content-based, educational material-based, civic
aspects, evaluation-based, time-based, place-based, and accuracy-based
dimensions. Paying attention to the aspects mentioned in the media rights of
people active in sports can have a positive impact and lead to a better
understanding of the legal consequences and reduce many side effects and
sports incidents.

The need to have media literacy and
observe its legal aspects in today's
conditions is essential for all professionals.
On the other hand, given that the media can
pursue various positive and negative
approaches such as paying attention to
championship and public sports, informing
and de-escalating tensions, creating an
appropriate culture of sports, developing
ethics, and ultimately the growth and
development of sports, the need to address
sports media literacy is essential. The legal
aspects of media literacy have received less
attention among sports stakeholders such as
coaches, managers and athletes. While
sports stakeholders are influential people in
society who are introduced as role models
for the younger generation.

Methods

This research was an applied research in
terms of its purpose and a survey research
with a structural equation model approach
in terms of its research strategy, which was
conducted in the field.

Results

The results show that all the required
assumptions related to the use of the factor
analysis method have been observed. Given
that its value is equal to 0.712, therefore, the
judgment about it is reported as excellent.
Also, in the Bartlett Croat test, the
assumption of correlation between questions
is examined. Considering the chi-square
value and the significance level (P<0.001,
X2=3188/520), it is concluded that there is a

need to have the ability to critically analyze
and evaluate media messages and be able to
use information technologies consciously.
In order to manage the challenges of the
media space, sports stakeholders need to be
aware of media literacy rights and know
how they can influence their audiences
within a legal framework. Given the
importance of the field of media literacy
and its legal aspects and the existence of a
research gap in the field of sports
stakeholders  (coaches, managers and
athletes), this research aims to answer the
guestion: What is the status of the legal
aspects of media literacy and the structural
equation model of the legal aspects of
media literacy of coaches, managers and
athletes?

To assess the validity of the research tool
from the perspective of experts and to
ensure the reliability of the questionnaire,
the Cronbach's alpha calculation method
was used. Cronbach's alpha coefficients
were calculated separately for each factor,
so that the reliability of each factor was
above 0.7, which indicates acceptable
reliability of the research tool. This study
used descriptive and inferential statistical
methods for statistical analysis of data.

The percentage of variance for factor 1
(goal-based) is 27.25, factor 2 (content-
based) is 11.13, factor 3 (material-based) is
8.42, factor 4 (civic-based) is 7.63, factor 5
(evaluation-based) is 5.91, factor 6 (time-
based) is 4.22, factor 7 (location-based) is



3.99, and factor 8 (accuracy-based) is 3.97.
Therefore, the predictive power of this
model based on the total variance of the 8
factors is 72.55 percent, which is considered
an appropriate and acceptable value.

Conclusion

Paying attention to the aspects mentioned in
the media rights of people active in sports
can, in addition to having positive effects,
lead to a better understanding of the legal
consequences and reduce many sports
incidents and incidents. Given that many
athletes are unaware of the benefits of their
media literacy and, in some cases, spend
many hours on their personal virtual and

The results of the model fit indices show
that the fit indices have an acceptable value
and the fit indices (GFI, NFI, and AGFI) are
at the desired level and above 0.9.

as possible in their free time. Among the
limitations of the research, it can be noted
that the location conditions for completing
the questionnaire were not the same for all
people, and specific environmental events
may have had an impact on the mental and
emotional states of the respondent before
completing the questionnaire.

Based on the research findings, it is
suggested that the amount of programs
produced in virtual media and the volume
of electronic publications with the content
of sports media law education be increased
so that people, while familiarizing
themselves with and learning about its
benefits, become aware of it and take
precautions. They can also validate the
possibility of accessing accurate and correct
sports information at any time and in any
suitable place, given this information.
