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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to design a paradigm Pattern of media transparency
for creating and developing good governance in Iranian sports. The research
method in terms of strategy is qualitative and exploratory, with an applied-
developmental goal which is from the grounded theory method as outlined by
Strauss and Corbin. Data collection was conducted through semi-structured
interviews, supplemented by open, axial, and selective coding worksheets
developed by the researcher. The validity of the findings was confirmed by
members of the research group, while reliability was assessed using the Pi-Scott
criterion, yielding a coefficient of agreement between coders of 0.96. The
statistical population of the research was the managers and experts the study's
statistical population comprised managers and experts in sports management,
communication, and sports media. Theoretical sampling was employed,
achieving theoretical saturation after interviewing 24 participants. Analysis was
conducted over five rounds of interviews, leading to a theoretical consensus on
the categories of the phenomenon, which included central concepts, causal
conditions, contextual conditions, intervening conditions, strategies, and
consequences. The qualitative results were organized into 41 categories, 195
conceptual codes, and 267 items across six dimensions of the paradigm model
within the country's sports system. Based on these findings, the antecedents and
outcomes of the media transparency model are deemed useful and practical for
the creation and development of good governance in Iranian sports.
Consequently, advancing good governance in sports necessitates structural,
strategic, managerial, and professional reforms in media transparency.

Introduction

Identifying the dimensions of media transparency has
a bold role in creating communication within civil and
international society and is regarded as a key indicator
of effective cooperation. Consequently, this research
aims to design a paradigmatic model of media
transparency that contributes to the creation and
development of good governance in Iranian sports.

Methods

The research employs a qualitative and exploratory
strategy, utilizing an applied-developmental approach
based on the grounded theory method as outlined by
Strauss and Corbin (1998). This study involves semi-
structured interviews conducted until theoretical
saturation and consensus are achieved. It adopts a
sequential and exploratory mixed-methods strategy,
integrating both  quantitative and qualitative
approaches.

The researcher employs inductive and exploratory
methods to identify and design a qualitative model for
enhancing media transparency in the creation and
development of good governance in Iranian sports.
This is achieved through open coding, axial coding,
and selective coding of semi-structured interviews
with researchers and university professors specializing
in sports management, communication, and media
activism. The Delphi interview technique is utilized to
identify issues and problems, including causal
conditions, contextual conditions, intervening
conditions, strategies, and consequences.

The development of the media transparency model
aims to promote good governance in Iranian sports.
The research community comprises all activists and
academic experts in media and communication,
owners of virtual sports media, faculty members from
physical education and sports science departments,
managers of sports organizations, and researchers
focused on governance and media in Iran. The
qualitative sample size consisted of 24 participants,
selected purposefully and theoretically, until
theoretical saturation was reached through semi-
structured Delphi interviews.

Results

Finally, after many reviews and consultations with
supervisors and several other professors, the
categories were determined in the form of 45
categories, 195 conceptual codes, 267 items
(measures), and in the heart of the 6 dimensions of the
paradigm model in the form of factors. Causal (9
categories, 54 items, and 23 concepts), the central
phenomenon: the model of media transparency in the
creation and development of good governance in
Iranian sports, (4 categories, 21 items, and 14
concepts), strategies (7 categories, 51 items, and 45
concepts), background conditions (5 categories, 36
items, and 27 concepts), intervening or mediating
conditions (7 categories, 55 items, and 44 concepts),
and consequences (9 categories, 50 items, and 42
concepts)

The findings of this research indicate that the
implementation of strategies derived from the research
model will foster the development of several
dimensions, including "socio-cultural consequences,"
"professional  consequences," "mentoring role
development consequences,” and "economic and
marketing consequences within the food industry."
These dimensions will contribute to media
transparency and the advancement of good governance
in Iranian sports.

Therefore, it is recommended that managers and
policymakers of Iranian sports organizations pay close
attention to the causal, contextual, and intervening
conditions identified in the qualitative research, as
well as the results of the adjusted quantitative tests. By
implementing appropriate operational plans to execute
the strategies derived from this research, they should
strive to maximize the aforementioned consequences
while also modifying any processes that hinder these
outcomes.
