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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to present a model of the role of media in
investing and financing in the sports tourism industry. The research method
Is applied in terms of purpose and qualitative in terms of approach and the
theme analysis has been used. For the field interview, the research
participants included university professors and managers of sports tourism
(23 people). The sampling method was purposeful. Data were analyzed using
continuous comparison method using MaxiCode Pro software. The results of
content analysis showed that there are 4 organizing themes (motivational,
educational, information and cultural) and 22 basic themes as dimensions of
the role of media in investing and financing in the sports tourism industry.
Also, by examining the frequencies of each of the organizing themes, it was
found that the motivational and informational organizing theme is more
frequent than the other themes. Considering the prominent role of various
media on the development of investment and financing in the sports tourism
industry, solving its challenges should be one of the main goals of sports
media development programs, which is recommended by the media. So it is
recommended that different media use the results of the present study.
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Introduction

Tourism is a very profitable and economical
industry, which is considered by creating cultural
and social exchanges between different nations
and provides suitable opportunities to enter the
international trade field, regardless of the level
of development of the countries. The society's
awareness that tourism provides a very suitable
and considerable source of foreign currency
income to the economy of a country has caused
it to find a very broad concept in various
economic, social and cultural dimensions and to
be considered as an industry. The increasing and
accelerating growth of the tourism industry
caused many experts to call the 20th century the
century of tourism. Tourism has been identified
as one of the most profitable industries in the
world, which is currently undergoing a growing
trend. Today, tourism is considered one of the
most economic activities, especially in terms of
employment, foreign exchange and economic
prosperity in the national cycle of countries. In
fact, tourism has been identified as one of the
important goals of different countries in
attracting financial resources. The improvement
of tourism as one of the important issues has
always received the attention of different
governments and it is one of the ways to develop
communities.

Methods

This study is a type of qualitative research. The
purpose of this research is to present a model of
the media's role in investing and financing in the
sports tourism industry. The research method is
applied in terms of purpose and qualitative in
terms of approach, and the method of theme
analysis and theme analysis was used. In this
research, an exploratory interview was used to
identify the dimensions of the role of the media
in investing and financing in the sports tourism
industry. To conduct the field interview, the
participants of the research had enough
knowledge about the media, investment and
financing in the sports tourism industry, which
included the faculty members of the sports
management field. The criteria for selecting
university professors was to have books
(authored and translated), domestic and foreign
published research articles, research projects and
lectures in conferences. Also, managers of sports

tourism (managers of sports events, managers of
sports tourism tours, managers of sports hotels
(Olympic Hotel) and managers of contracted
agencies were also used for the transfer of sports
teams. Purposeful sampling method until
reaching it was theoretical saturation. The
number of samples included 23 people. Before
conducting the interview, along with the
interview questions, a letter was sent with the
researcher's signature stating the ethical
obligation to keep the contents of the interview
and the details of the participants and not to
publish it. Also, with the knowledge of the
participants, all the interviews were recorded and
analyzed to extract key points. After giving
consent, the interviews were held in person and
in some cases, due to the long distance, by
phone. In the conducted interviews, the
respondents to They answered the question about
presenting a new component or index or
verifying the collected components and
indicators. After the interviews and qualitative
data collection, thematic analysis was used to
analyze them. Thematic analysis is, in fact, a
type of content analysis. And the inference is
from qualitative data that is based on the
theorizing units.

Results

The descriptive results of the research showed
that most of the samples were male (82.6
percent); Most of the work history was related to
more than 25 years (52.2%), the most age group
was related to over 50 years (43.5%), and most
of the sample groups were related to managers
(52.2%). In order to analyze the data obtained
from the interview, the text of the interview was
recorded on paper and then thematic analysis
was done to identify the concepts. The results of
the theme analysis showed that there are 4
organizing themes (motivational, educational,
informing and culture-building) and 22 basic
themes as dimensions of the media's role in
investing and financing in the sports tourism
industry. Also, by examining the frequencies of
each of the organizing themes, it was determined
that the motivating and informing organizing
theme is more frequent than the rest of the
themes. Considering the prominent role of
various media on the development of investment
and financing in the sports tourism industry,
solving its challenges should be one of the main
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goals of the sports media development programs,
which is recommended. Use the results of the
present study.

Conclusion

Failure to pay attention to the motivational
component can have irreparable effects on the
development of sports tourism. Despite the
results obtained, this research has faced some
limitations. Among these limitations, there is the
possibility of lack of access to some existing
researches that are consistent or inconsistent
with the current research, lack of access to
accurate and appropriate statistical information
reports regarding the country's sports tourism. It
is also suggested to future researchers to conduct
a research under the title of future study of
obstacles to the development of the sports
tourism industry. Also, the research should be
done with other future research approaches and
methods and dimensions of different media in
the sports tourism industry and their comparative
